Mayor Canterbury called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The invocation was given by Council Member Adkins and the pledge of allegiance was said in unison. Present were Mayor Canterbury, Recorder Ryalls, and Council Members Taylor, Legg, Adkins and Harshbarger. Council Member Miller was absent.
Mayor Canterbury introduced guest speaker Delegate Daniel Linville who updated us on current legislation and confirmed that flood wall funding was still on track.  It is always an honor to welcome Delegate Linville.

Council Member Harshbarger moved to approve the agenda. Second by Council Member Adkins. Motion carried.
Recorder Ryalls read the minutes from the January 5, 2021 meeting. Council Member Legg moved to approve the minutes. Second by Council Member Taylor. Motion carried.

Recorder Ryalls presented the City bills for  2020 totaling $122,735.31 for the General Fund, $45.48 for the Cemetery Fund, and $4,660.00 for the Coal Severance Fund which are posted in the lobby. Council Member Adkins moved to approve the bills. Second by Council Member Taylor. Motion carried.

Recorder Ryalls read the City Financial Report for December 2020.  General Fund Income:  $144,351.88, Expenses: $220,082.17, Net: $-75,730.29; Checking: $304,041.40, Rainy Day: $451,478.09, Miscellaneous Accounts: $384,700.25, Total: $1,140,219.74; Cemetery Income: $6,900.00, Expenses: $45.48, Net: $6,854.52; Checking: $3,674.85, Savings: $49,416.55, CDs: $33,911.17, Total: $87,002.57; Coal Severance Income: $-0-, Expenses $4,660.00, Net:  $-4660.00, Total:  $7,183.41.  Council Member Harshbarger moved to approve the Financial Reports. Second by Council Member Adkins. Motion carried.

Recorder Ryalls advised that the 2020 Audit conducted by David L. Howell, CPA is complete, and there were no findings.

Chief Parsons read the Police Report for December 2020. He stated that Patrolman Harless is back to work at full duty.  A new K9 has been purchased with money obtained through donations.  Several pups will undergo training, and Patrolman Lloyd will work with all of them to see which K9 is the best fit for him.  Chief Parsons also stated that the second new cruiser is in and is in line to have the proper equipment installed.  He has ordered a third cruiser.  Recorder Ryalls moved to approve the report for December. Second by Council Member Taylor.  Motion carried.
Mayor Canterbury gave the second reading of an Ordinance of Council Amending, Modifying and Reenacting Article 371 “Pedestrians.” Council Member Harshbarger moved to approve the second reading.  Second by Council Member Taylor.  Motion carried.
Mayor Canterbury read a Resolution of Council Authorizing the transfer of $5,300.00 from the General Savings Account to the General Fund Account to pay Akers Paving for building a retaining wall at the new maintenance building.  Recorder Ryalls moved to approve the Resolution.  Second by Council Member Adkins.  Motion carried.
Mayor Canterbury tabled the issue of purchasing property from the American Legion until next month.
Mayor Canterbury read a Resolution of Council authorizing the Mayor to sign a lease agreement with Pure Radio, LLC for the radio tower and equipment room located at 1595 US Route 60, East, Milton.  Council Member Adkins moved to approve the Resolution. Second by Recorder Ryalls.  Motion carried.

Recorder Ryalls presented the Milton Fire Department Report for January 2021. They responded to 35 calls that month.

Council Member Harshbarger gave the Housing Authority Report.

Mayor Canterbury pronounced that February 13 is “Theodosia Burns Day” in the City of Milton.  She will be 106 years old.

Council Member Harshbarger moved to adjourn at 7:54 p.m. Second by Council Member Legg. Motion carried.
