Chief Parsons read the Police Report for October 2022. He advised that one cruiser is in the shop again and, if problems persist with that vehicle, he may need to replace it. The Milton Police Department is still down one officer, but there are no applicants. Recorder Walters has set up a fund so the MPD can access certain grant funding, which will be used for items such as electronic equipment, radios, in-car cameras and license plate readers. Council Member Harshbarger moved to approve the Police Report. Second by Council Member Adkins. Motion carried.
A Resolution of Council was read authorizing an internal Budget Revision for the General Fund. Council Member Miller moved to approve the Resolution.  Second by Council Member Nicely.  Motion carried.

A Resolution of Council was read amending the Home Rule Allocation.  Council Member Harshbarger moved to approve the Resolution.  Second by Council Member Miller.  Motion carried.

A Resolution of Council was read to pay an invoice from Steel Specialties from the Street Construction Account.  Council Member Legg moved to approve the Resolution.  Second by Council Member Adkins.  Motion carried.
