Mayor Tom Canterbury called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Those present were Mayor Canterbury, Recorder Walters, Council Members Legg, Adkins, Miller and Nicely. Council Member Harshbarger was absent. The invocation was given by Council Member Adkins and the pledge of allegiance was said in unison.
Council Member Miller moved to approve the agenda. Second by Council Member Adkins. Motion carried.
Recorder Walters presented the minutes from the September 6, 2022 regular meeting, and the September 14, 21 and 28 Work Sessions. Council Member Adkins moved to approve the minutes. Second by Council Member Legg. Motion carried.

Recorder Walters presented the City bills for August 2022 totaling $138,336.37 for the General Fund. Council Member Adkins moved to approve the bills. Second by Council Member Legg. Motion carried.
Recorder Walters read the City Financial Report for August 2022. General Fund Total: $1,229,136.67; Cemetery Total: $76,844.79; Coal Severance Total: $3,827.15; American Rescue Plan Act Total: $1,121,466.57. Council Member Miller moved to approve the Financial Reports. Second by Council Member Adkins. Motion carried.

Chief Parsons read the Police Report for August 2022. He advised that the Lincoln County Commission changed their mind and decided to purchase the Police Department’s 2015 Explorer. Council Member Miller moved to approve the police report. Second by Council Member Adkins. Motion carried.
Chief Parsons promoted Corporal Tom Withers to Sergeant and named him the Midnight Shift Supervisor.
Recorder Walters read a Resolution to transfer $4,096 from the City of Milton’s Street Construction account to the General Fund. Council Member Adkins moved to approve the resolution.  Second by Council Member Legg. Motion carried.  

A resolution to Hire an IT management and support provider was tabled.
Recorder Walters read a resolution of Council to authorize the endorsement of documents pertaining to the Newman’s Branch Waterline Replacement Project.  Council Member Miller moved to approve the resolution.  Second by Council Member Adkins.  Motion carried.

Council Member Nicely stated that he would like Council meetings to be available via live feed.  He also stated that he had spoken to Delegate Daniel Linville regarding the City’s monthly payments to April Dawn Park.

Brooks Crislip with West Virginia American Water advised Council that WVAW is still interested in purchasing Milton Water Company but needs to conduct a thorough financial analysis to properly create a purchase contract for the City to consider. Mayor Canterbury stated that the City did not want to sell the Milton Water Company, but if a sale was considered, would WVAW also purchase the Sewer? Crislip said WVAW would be interested and willing to talk to the City about both.
Linda Jenkins stated she felt harassed by the Milton Police Department. She believes certain officers lack training on how to deal with trauma, abuse, domestic violence, mental illness, etc., and suggested the officers undergo more training in those areas.  

Council Member Adkins moved to adjourn at 7:40 pm. Second by Council Member Miller. Motion carried.
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
